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Finishing off the World Conservation Badge
The World Conservation Badge is one of the special Badges that can be earned in Cubs.  We’ve undertaken the requirements on two Cubs nights – 26/2/08, where we went for a walk in the Rosanna Parklands to undertake the work, and on 27/5/08.

Below are requirements for all Cubs to finish off the Badge AND details for those who might have missed one or both nights.  Once these requirements are met (and evidence brought back to Cubs as appropriate), the Badge can be presented.

ALL CUBS
· With the seeds taken home from Cubs (or other seeds), grow plants in a pot and bring in a photo or the plant when it starts growing.

· Cubs on the second night will have chosen six endangered Victorian animals.  Using either this list, or any set of 6 endangered Victorian animals or plants, find out some information on each and bring it to Cubs.
